ORDINANCE 2026-15

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 350 OF THE TOWNSHIP CODE,
ENTITLED “TOWING,” TO UPDATE PROCEDURES FOR
APPLICATION AND PARTICIPATION IN THE TOWING ROTATION
LIST

WHEREAS, the Township of Willingboro currently regulates towing
services operating within the municipality through established procedures and
application requirements; and

WHEREAS, the Township has determined that its existing procedures and
application process for towing contracts require updating to improve clarity,
efficiency, and transparency; and

WHEREAS, the Township seeks to ensure that all towing operators are
selected through a fair and consistent process that reflects current operational needs
and best practices; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to establish updated application requirements,
qualifications, and evaluation criteria for towing contractors seeking to provide
services to the Township; and

WHEREAS, the Township desires to ensure that all towing services
performed at the request of the Township, including those requested by the Police
Department, are conducted in a safe, reliable, and professional manner; and

WHEREAS, the updated procedures will promote accountability and ensure
compliance with all applicable laws and regulations of the State of New Jersey;
and

WHEREAS, the Township Council finds that revising the towing contract
procedures and application process is in the best interest of the Township to
enhance public safety and administrative efficiency.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Council of the
Township of Willingboro, County of Burlington, State of New Jersey, as follows:

§ 350-2. Definitions.
As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:
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AUTOMOBILE — A motor vehicle of a private passenger, sport utility or station
wagon type that is owned or leased and is neither used as a public or livery
conveyance for passengers nor rented to others with a driver; and a motor vehicle
with a pickup body, or delivery sedan, a van, or a panel truck or a camper-type
vehicle used for recreational purposes owned by an individual or by husband and
wife who are residents of the same household, not customarily used in the
occupation, profession or business of the owner(s).

BASIC TOWING SERVICE — The removal and transportation of an
automobile from a highway, street, or other public or private road or a parking
area or from a storage facility, and other services normally incident thereto, but
does not include recovery of an automobile from a position beyond the right-of-
way or berm or from being impaled upon any other object within the right-of-
way or berm.

COMMERCIAL VEHICLE — Any vehicle other than that defined as an
"automobile" pursuant to the definitions as contained in this chapter.

INSIDE BUILDINGS — A vehicle storage facility that is completely indoors,
having one or more openings in the walls for storage and removal of vehicles,
and that is secured by a locking device on each opening.

MOTOR VEHICLE ACCIDENT — an occurrence in which a private passenger
automobile comes in contact with any other object for which the private
passenger automobile must be towed or removed for placement in a storage
facility. This includes all situations that are accidental as to the owner or operator
of the motor vehicle, even if they were caused by the intentional acts of a
perpetrator where the perpetrator was not the owner or operator of the motor
vehicle.

OPERATOR — A person who is in physical control of a vehicle.

OUTSIDE SECURED — An automobile storage facility that is not indoors and
is secured by a fence, wall, or other man-made barrier that is at least six feet high.
The facility is to be lit at night.

OUTSIDE UNSECURED — An automobile storage facility that is not indoors
and is not secured by a fence, wall, or other man-made barrier, and all other
storage facilities not defined above as “inside building” or “outside secured.”

STORAGE CHARGES FOR TWENTY-FOUR-HOUR PERIOD — The
maximum allowable amount to be charged by a storage facility for a twenty-four-
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hour period or fraction thereof. A new twenty-four-hour period begins at 12:01
a.m.

TOWNSHIP — The Township of Willingboro.

TOW VEHICLE — Only those vehicles equipped with a boom or booms,
winches, slings, tilt beds, wheel lifts, or under-reach equipment specifically
designed by its manufacturer for the removal or transport of motor vehicles.

TOW VEHICLE'S BASE OF SERVICE — The towing operator's principal place
of business, where the tow vehicle is stationed when not in use.

WINCHING SERVICE — Any operation in which a vehicle is moved onto a
roadway from a position off the roadway, or any operation in which substantial
work is required to prepare a vehicle for normal towing.

TERMINATION EVENT — Shall include, but not be limited to, the Towing
Operator ceasing business operations, losing any required State or Municipal
license insurance, or failing to respond to official requests for towing services
on two or more consecutive occasions.

§ 350-3. Appointment of official towers; licensing requirements.

A. The Township Council shall appoint persons or companies meeting the
criteria set forth in this chapter and engaged in the business of offering
the services of a motor vehicle towing or wrecker services, whereby
damaged or disabled motor vehicles are towed or otherwise removed from
a place where they are damaged or disabled, by use of a tow vehicle, as
defined in this chapter. Such persons or companies shall be known as
“official towers.

B. Official towers shall be identified by means of a license that shall be
issued in accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

C. Not less than 75 days prior to the beginning of each three-year term of an
official tower's license, the Township shall advertise applications for
towing licenses for providing towing services pursuant to this chapter.
The advertisement should be published in the legal newspapers of the
Township.
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D. All applicants shall submit their applications at least 60 days prior to the
commencement date for each three-year period, and the applications shall
be reviewed in accordance with the procedures set forth in this chapter.
The award of a license to the successful applicants shall be subject to
compliance with the license requirements of this chapter.

(1) The Qualified Purchasing Agent or designee and the Municipal
Clerk or designee will review all applications for compliance and
forward all qualified applications to the police for further
investigation.

E. For the purposes of the licenses to be awarded, pursuant to this chapter,
in the year in which it is adopted, the initial term of the license shall be
from the date the license is issued until December 31, 2005. Licenses
issued thereafter shall be for a three-year period commencing on January
1 or_August 1 of the year in which it was issued and terminating three
years thereafter.

F. Notwithstanding the provisions of this chapter that provide for a three-
year term of the license, official towers shall submit, no later than
Deecember1-July 1 of each year that the towing license is in effect, a
detailed certification certifying that the official tower meets the
requirements of this chapter in regard to the issuance of licenses. Said
certification shall be submitted to the Willingboro Police Department for
review and approval by the designated administrative officers. Failure to
submit the certification or failure to continue to abide by the requirements
of this chapter in regard to the issuance of a towing license shall subject
the official tower to revocation of the license in accordance with the
procedures contained herein.

§ 350-4. Services to be furnished; subcontracting.

A. Official towers shall furnish adequate and proper wrecking, towing,
storage, and emergency repair services to motor vehicles damaged or
disabled within the limits of the Township, when requested to do so by
the Township of Willingboro Police Department’s authorized designee

B. No official tower shall subcontract any work to be performed pursuant to
this chapter except in an emergency situation. The Township of
Willingboro will, within reasonable discretion, maintain objective
guidelines on file as to emergencies and the use of subcontractors. Any
official tower shall be responsible for the services performed by the
subcontractor and shall remain liable for any violation of this chapter by
the subcontractor.
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§ 350-5. Application process.

A. Applications for inclusion on the official tower's list shall be made to the
Township Council upon a form prepared by the Police Department and
approved by the Township Attorney and shall contain all of the following
information:

(1) The name, residence, business address and telephone number of the
owner of the towing company. If the owner is a corporation, the
application shall contain the name, residence and business address
and telephone number of every stockholder owning more than 10%
of the issued stock.

(2) Such information as may be required by the Township Council
concerning the personnel, vehicles, equipment, and storage facilities
of such applicant, as hereinafter provided, showing that the applicant
meets the minimum standards of performance.

(3) Policies or certificates of insurance coverage as hereinafter provided.

(4) The names and addresses of two business references who have known
the applicant for at least two years.

(5) Certification that the applicant will be able to provide towing services
anywhere in the Township with a maximum response time of 20 minutes,
except when extraordinary circumstances occur.

(6) Certification that the applicant will be available for service on business
premises 24 hours a day, seven days a week, and that they will abide by
the fees contained in or referred to in this chapter.

(7) Consent to certification that will consent to appointment of the
Township Clerk as the applicant's true and lawful attorney for the
purpose of acknowledging service out of any court of competent
jurisdiction to be served against the applicant.
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(9) The address and digital imaging of the storage facility to be used by

the applicant for the storage of towed vehicles.

(10)A_completed background check from the New Jersey State Police
applicant livescan fingerprinting vendor, and a driver’s abstract from
the New Jersey Division of Motor Vehicles. The required local
ordinance side shall be provided on the application.

(11)Agreement to abide by the general rules and regulations established
by the Police Department in connection with towing procedures
within the Township.

B. The applicant shall submit completed duplicate applications to the
Fewnship-Manager Municipal Clerk, who shall forward a copy to the
Publie Safety Direetor-Chief of Police, or designee for his review and
approval. The Review by the Township of Willingboro Police
Department shall consist of the following:

(1) A-baeckeround-eheek A completed background check, and a driver's
abstract from the New Jersey Division of Motor Vehicles to
determine if either the applicant or the applicant's personnel have
been convicted of a criminal offense or have had their driver's
licenses suspended or revoked within the past year. Conviction of a
criminal offense or suspension of a driver's license within the past
year shall be a cause for disqualification from inclusion on the official
tower's list.

(2) An inspection of the personnel, vehicles, equipment, and storage area
proposed to be utilized by the applicant to verify the accuracy of the
information contained in the application and to determine compliance
with applicable laws and regulations and the standards of
performance required by this chapter.
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C. An applicant may be included on the official tower's list by the Township
Council, by resolution adopted at a regular public meeting, when, from a
consideration of the application and from such other information as may
otherwise be obtained, it finds that all the following circumstances exist:
(1) The applicant has not knowingly and with intent to deceive made any

false, misleading, or fraudulent statements of material fact in the
application or in any other document required pursuant to this chapter.

(2) The applicant has met the standards in this chapter and has forwarded
the required hold harmless agreement and policies or certificates of
insurance, which shall be reviewed and approved by the Township’s
risk management consultant

(3) The application has been reviewed and approved by the Police
Department designee.

(4) Neither the applicant nor the applicant’s personnel have been convicted
of a criminal offense or had their driver’s license suspended within the
past year.

D. The Willingboro Police Department shall conduct a review and render a
report to the Township Council, recommending either approval or denial
of the application, within 45 days of receipt of the application. The
Township Council shall take action with regard to the application within
45 days of receipt of the report of the Police Department. The applicant
or its representative shall be given notice of the date on which the
Township Council will consider the application and shall be permitted to
appear and be heard at that time.

E. Written notice of the approval or denial of the application shall be
provided to the applicant within seven days of the decision of the
Township Council.

F. If the Township Council fails to take action within 60 days of receipt of a
complete application, the application shall be deemed to have been denied.

G. Applicants and/or operators shall be rejected if deficiencies are disclosed or
verified as follows:
(1) Inaccurate information on the application form.

(2) Unsatisfactory County Consumer Affairs Office report.
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(3) Lack of experience and/or has unsatisfactory references for the
applicant's towing or storage service.

(4) Lack of available qualified personnel to carry out the duties of a tow
operator or storage service

(5) Lack of proper business/trade licenses.

(6) Unavailable or inappropriate tow vehicle for the services required.

(7) Failure to provide service on a twenty-four-hour, seven-day-a-week
basis.

(8) Failure to maintain a communication system between the dispatch
center and tow vehicles on a twenty-four-hour basis

(9) Failure to provide evidence of adequate insurance.

(10)Criminal conviction of the operator or tow company employees, unless
waived for cause by the Direetor-ofPolice Chief of Police.

§ 350-6. Issuance of license.

A. Upon approval of the application as herein provided, the Fewnship
Manager—Township Clerk shall issue the applicant an official tower’s
license to be utilized in providing services pursuant to this chapter.

B. Said licenses shall be in a form approved by the Township Council.

C. The licenses shall be valid for the three-year period as set forth in this
chapter, shall be nontransferable, and shall be subject to revocation by the
Township Council for any of the following reasons, subject to the
proceeding below:
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(1) Ifitis subsequently determined that the applicant knowingly and with
intent to deceive made false, misleading, or fraudulent statements of
material fact in the application or in any other document required
pursuant to this chapter.

(2) Violation of any federal or state law or municipal ordinance or
regulation relating to the operation of a motor vehicle or the provision
of towing services.

(3) Violation of any rule or regulation promulgated by the New Jersey
Department of Insurance

(4) Unsatisfactory service provided pursuant to this chapter.

(5) Failure to annually certify compliance with the requirements of this
chapter as required by §350-3F

D. The license fee for the license issued under this chapter shall be $100 per
license per vehicle. The fee for the annual review of certification and
inspection of vehicles and equipment submitted by the official town pursuant
to §350-3F of this chapter shall be $50

E. Licenses shall not be transferable without the consent of the Township
Council, if the licensee demonstrates that the transferee complies with all of
the requirements of this chapter.

§ 350-7. Minimum standards.
To qualify for inclusion on the list of official towers, applicants must meet
the following minimum standards:

A. Minimum vehicle requirements.
(1) Every official tower shall maintain and have available to render
services required by this chapter a minimum of one regular tow
vehicle, one flatbed vehicle, and one heavy-duty wrecker.

(2) Vehicle classes.
(a) Regular tow vehicles must be equipped with a boom or winch
assembly mounted on the chassis, a dolly assembly, a tow sling
or wheel lift assembly, at least 100 feet of either 3/8 inch or 7/16
inch cable attached to a motor-driven winch.
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(b) Flatbed vehicles must be equipped with a winch or hydraulically
operated bed which slides or tilts to accommodate the
transporting of vehicles.

(3) Every official tower shall have available a heavy-duty wrecker, and
under-reach shall be rated at 35,000pounds and shall be capable of
towing new-style buses and trucks with fiberglass front ends.

(4) All equipment shall comply with all state and federal regulations, and
all vehicle operators shall possess a CDL license for over 18,000
pounds.

(5) Each applicant shall submit, along with its application, proof of
ownership, lease, or other written agreement demonstrating
availability, as needed of the vehicles which will be utilized to
provide services pursuant to this chapter.

B. Minimum equipment requirements.
(1) Every tow vehicle or flatbed vehicle shall be equipped with the
following:

(a) At least one amber rotating beacon or strobe light mounted on
the highest practical location of the vehicles, visible from 360°
when in use and visible at a minimum distance of 500 feet during
daylight hours.

(b) One snatch block per winch.

(c) Safety tow lights or magnetic tow lights for towing vehicles at night,
amber-colored.

(d) Extra chains and cable for pulling or securing a towed vehicle.

(e) At least one heavy-duty broom, a shovel, a crowbar or prybar, a
set of jumper cables, a flashlight, one two-pound or larger fire
extinguisher of dry chemical type, one dozen flares or similar
warning devices for placement at the scene of an accident or
behind a disabled vehicle, at least 40 pounds of dry sand or a
drying compound for gasoline and oil spilled onto the roadway
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and a container of sufficient size to remove the used compound,
a sufficient quantity and types of tools to enable the tow operator
to perform proper and adequate emergency repair services for the
tow.

(2) Every tow vehicle or flatbed vehicle shall comply with any and all
state, federal and local laws, regulations and ordinances pertaining to
safety, lighting and towing equipment requirements and shall be
subject to inspections by the Police Department at any time. No
changes may be made in said vehicles or equipment unless prior
written approval is obtained from the Township.

(3) Every tow vehicle or flatbed vehicle shall display the official tower's
license and shall have the name of the official tower displayed on the

vehicle in such manner and of such lettering as conforms to the
provisions of N.J.S.A. 39:4-46.

(4) All towing operators' trucks must be equipped with either two-way
radio and/or mobile telephone communications equipment with their
principal place of business, including their garage and/or office
facilities, to ensure the proper availability of services and equipment
on behalf of the Township and motorists.

(5) The towing operator’s wrecker(s) and all other vehicles shall be
properly licensed and registered with the New Jersey Division of
Motor Vehicles.

(a) Towing operators' vehicles shall display New Jersey commercial
license plates.

C. Minimum personnel requirements; availability and response time.

(1) Official towers shall have available, at all times, a minimum of two
persons to provide the services required by this chapter. All persons
employed by official towers to provide the services required by this
chapter shall meet the following requirements and be subject to the
following regulations. They shall:

(a) De competent mechanics able to provide minimum road service for
disabled vehicles;

(b) Have a valid driver’s license with no restrictions or conditional
endorsements other than a condition requiring the wearing of
eyeglasses;
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(c) Be mentally alert and present a neat appearance at all times;

(d) Obey all traffic laws and regulations;

(e) Be subject to inspection by the Police Department of the
Township and shall be approved by the Township prior to
rendering any services pursuant to this chapter.

(f) Not have been convicted of a crime nor had their driving
privileges suspended or revoked within the past year

(2) Employees of the towing operator, in responding to a call, shall
request and be afforded police assistance during the course of
providing towing, emergency road services, or removal of abandoned
or accident vehicles when such employees find it necessary to turn
around, back up, tow in the opposite direction of traffic, or cross the
median.

(3) A towing operator shall not permit a vehicle to be removed from the
site of a vehicular accident, the scene of a crime, or any other instance
or situation without the prior approval and permission of a police
officer and/or superior at the scene.

D. Minimum storage requirements.
(1) Every official tower shall maintain an outside secured storage area
meeting the following requirements
(a) The storage area shall be capable of storing a minimum of six
passenger vehicles and one tractor and trailer. The area shall have
at least 800 square feet of storage facilities to hold and protect
police hold vehicles.

(b) The location of the towing facility and storage area shall be
within a two-mile radius from the Township of Willingboro
Municipal Building or located within a municipality that is
contiguous with the Township of Willingboro's border. This
location is established to ensure reasonable response and towing
distances.

The storage area shall be fully enclosed by a sturdy fence having
a minimum height of six feet, with at least one lockable gate for
ingress and egress, and shall be lighted from dusk to dawn.

The storage area shall be in an area legally zoned for such use.

The storage facility shall be available 24 hours a day, 365 days per
year, and shall be open to the public on weekdays during normal
business hours and for four hours on Saturdays. The applicant shall
specify the hours on which the facility will be open on Saturdays.
The applicant is not required to be open on Sundays.

The official tower shall have an employee on duty during all hours
in which the storage facility is open.

The official tower shall not charge a release fee or other charge
for releasing vehicles to their owners after normal business hours
or on weekends.

The applicant shall, with its application, submit proof of
ownership or lease of the storage area.

The official tower shall be responsible for ensuring the proper
and safe storage of all vehicles towed pursuant to this chapter.
The official tower shall be liable for any damage incurred by such
vehicles while in transit to or while stored in the storage areas.

§ 350-8. Utilization of the official tower's list.

(1) The Chief of Police shall maintain a list of those tow operators licensed

by the Township to respond to calls from the Township police

department. In order to be included on the on-call towing list, an

applicant must meet all of the requirements of this chapter.
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B. The Township shall request wrecking, towing, and storage services from
each official tower in rotation. When called, the tower shall advise the
dispatcher if a vehicle is available and the estimated time of arrival. If no
tow vehicle is available or if, in the discretion of the Township official
making the request, the response time is insufficient under the
circumstances to properly protect the public health, safety, or welfare, the
next official tower on the list shall be called for that particular towing

cvent. The official tower who is at the top of the list. however, shall
reptr-onthetop-obthetttoram—bsequenteathantthattosers
one-week period-at-the-top-ofthe listisfinished--Call to tow operators on

the on-call list shall be made on a nondiscriminatory rotating basis,
pursuant to procedures established by the Chief of Police. Nothing herein
shall prohibit the Chief of Police or designee from calling a towing
operator out of sequence or seeking the services of a tow operator not on
the on-call list if the circumstances require specialized equipment or if the
interests of public safety so require. If the tow operator selected does not
respond to the scene within 20 minutes after notification, the Chief of
Police or designee shall be permitted to summon the next available tow
operator. When any unusual situation occurs that may involve hazardous
materials, the Township Police Department may select any qualified tow

operator.

All requests for service shall be made by the Police Department.

The Police Department shall request service only from official towers;
provided, however, that if no emergency or imminent road hazard exists,
the Township shall request such service from such other person as the
owner of the motor vehicle in need of such services may request; and
provided further that, if none of the official towers are available or able
to provide such services as are requested by the Township, or if an
emergency exists, the Township may request such services from any other
available source.

E. During adverse weather conditions, heavy traffic conditions, or
emergency conditions, official towers shall give priority to requests from
the Township over any other requests that may be received by the official
towers.

§ 350-9. Hold harmless agreement.

The applicant shall agree in writing to assume the defense of and indemnify
and hold harmless the Township, its elected officials, boards, commissions,
officers, employees and agents, from all suits, actions, damages or claims, fees,
costs, expenses, fines or penalties to which the Township may be subjected of
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any kind and nature whatsoever resulting from, caused by, arising out of or as
a consequence of the provisions of towing, wrecking, storage and/or
emergency services provided at the request of the Township pursuant to this
chapter. Official towers shall enter into a hold harmless agreement in a form
prepared by the Township Attorney prior to being included on the official
tower's list.

§ 350-10. Insurance requirements.

A. The tower shall maintain, during the life of its license, insurance policies
of this type and with the minimum limits indicated below and in a form
satisfactory to the Township. The tower shall provide a certified copy of
the policies and/or certificates of insurance satisfactory to the Township
prior to commencement of work. All policies and/or certificates shall be
submitted to the Township risk management consultant for review and
approval.

(1) Garage liability insurance. Limit of liability shall not be less than
$1,000,000 combined single limit (bodily injury and property
damage) per occurrence, including premises operations and
products/completed operations.

(2) Automobile liability insurance. Limit of liability shall not be less than
$1,000,000 combined single limit (bodily injury and property
damage) per occurrence.

(3) Garagekeepers insurance. Physical damage insurance policies shall
be specifically endorsed to provide direct primary insurance, where
applicable, for vehicles in tow, possessed, or stored on property
owned or controlled by the tower. The limit of said coverage shall be
not less than $100,000 per location.

(4) Excess umbrella insurance. Limit of liability shall be not less than
$1,000,000, providing protection in excess of the one-million-dollar
garage and auto liability coverage. Note: This requirement may be
waived if the limits of liability in Subsection A (1) and (2) are not
less than $2,000,000 combined single limit.

(5) Workers' compensation insurance. New Jersey statutory coverage,
including employers’ liability coverage, shall be provided.
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B. On all lability policies, the Township of Willingboro shall be added as an
additional insured, and insurance policies and/or certificates shall indicate
such coverage as primary coverage, notwithstanding any insurance carried
by the Township.

C. The tower shall indemnify the Township and the public against any loss
due to injuries, accident, or damages of any character whatsoever where
any such damage is the result of an act or omission of the tower, his agents,
or employees in or due to the execution of the work called for under the
contract.

D. Certified copies of all insurance policies provided above or certificates
thereof satisfactory to the Township of Willingboro shall be furnished
forthwith. Each such policy or certificate shall contain a provision that it
is not subject to material change, cancellation or nonrenewal unless 30
days' prior written notice via certified mail/return receipt shall have been
given to the Township of Willingboro by the tower's insurer. These must
be received 30 days prior to the commencement of work.

E. The providing of any insurance required herein does not relieve the tower
of any of the responsibilities or obligations assumed by the tower for
which the tower may be liable by law or otherwise.

F. If any policies contain deductibles or copayments, it shall be the
responsibility of the tower to pay such sums at the same time a claim is
settled by the tower’s insurance company

G. Ifany policies contain limits of liability with an aggregate limit, the tower
or tower's insurance company shall provide the Township, quarterly,
during the policy period, a statement evidencing the limits of liability
required under the contract to be in force.

H. Failure to provide and continue in force such insurance as required above
shall be deemed a material breach of the contract and shall cause an
immediate termination thereof.

I.  All policies shall be written in either a company licensed to do business
in the State of New Jersey or a New Jersey eligible Surplus Lines

Company, with a minimum best rating of A-VII (A minus seven). They
shall be written on an ISO (Insurance Services Office) form or better.

J.  Policies must be endorsed to provide collision coverage for vehicles in tow.

K. Proof of the above insurance shall be provided at the time of application.

§ 350-11. Towing and storage fees.
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A. Rates. Fees will be set periodically by resolution of the Township Council,
consistent with state police rates. A copy of the current rate schedule will be
available in the Township Clerk’s office and the Police Department.

B. No licensee shall charge a fee or basic towing services or storage in excess of
the fees set by the Township Council.

C. Every operator of a towing service shall give the owner of each vehicle towed
an estimate of cost and a receipt when paid.
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D. The charges, fees, and rates applicable to services performed pursuant to this
chapter shall be posted in a conspicuous place visible to the public at the
tower’s storage area and shall be presented to the owner of a vehicle at the
time of service.

E. The Township will not be responsible for charges due and owning from a
claimant of a vehicle, nor will it assist the tower in collecting such charges.

F. The tow company must allow access to the tow storage area for both insurance
companies and vehicle owners for the purpose of collecting personal property,
vehicle inspections, and repair estimates. The tow company shall not charge
a fee for access to the vehicle’s owner and/or insurance companies on the first
visit. The vehicle owner will be charged $15 each additional visit.

G. Tow vehicles transporting multiple passenger cars at one time shall receive
the applicable fees for each vehicle transported.

H. The storage fees set forth in the schedule are the maximum storage charges
per twenty-four-hour period that shall apply to a private passenger automobile
stored by a person.

§ 350-12. Miscellaneous provisions.

A. Copies of this chapter and the schedule of fees that may be charged by
official towers shall be made available to the public during normal
business hours at the Township Municipal Building and Police
Department. Copies shall also be made available to the public at each
official tower's place of business.

B. All official towers shall post, in a prominent place at each storage area,
clearly visible to the public, a schedule of the fees that may be charged
for all services provided pursuant to this chapter.

C. The Township reserves the right to make periodic unannounced
inspections of the personnel, vehicles, equipment, and storage areas of all
official towers.

D. The relationship between an official tower and the Township is that of an
independent contractor. Neither party shall be construed in any manner
whatsoever to be an employee of the other, nor shall any employee or
agent furnished by any party be construed to be an employee or agent of
the other party. Inclusion on the official tower's list shall not be construed
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or considered as a joint venture, partnership, association, contract of
employment, or profit-sharing agreement.

E. The municipality shall not be liable or responsible for compensating the
official towers for any of the services performed under this chapter unless
those services are performed for the Township vehicles. Compensation
shall be the responsibility of the owner of the towed motor vehicle, and
the official tower shall proceed directly against the owner.

F. The official tower shall, at all times, be solely responsible for the conduct
of its employees. No licensee shall discriminate as to hiring or
employment practices. Licensees shall be required to sign a
nondiscrimination statement.

G. Each official tower shall keep and maintain adequate and complete
records showing all vehicles towed, stored, and released, all services
rendered, and all fees charged and collected. All records shall be available
for inspection by the Township at any time during normal business hours.
Records shall be kept and maintained by the official tower at one central
location and shall be retained for a period of seven years. Records may be
written, printed, or computerized, as long as the requirements of this
subsection are met.

H. The official tower shall comply with all state and federal laws and
regulations concerning wages, hours, and terms of employment.

I. At least 30 days prior to disposing of, destroying, removing, selling, or
otherwise transferring any vehicle towed at the request of the Township
Police Department, a tow operator shall provide written notice to the
Township Police Department and comply with all applicable laws of the
State of New Jersey.

J. Towers are required to submit a monthly impound report to the Chief of
Police for each vehicle towed at the end of each month.

K. The Contractor shall maintain all required insurance coverages. The
Township shall be notified in writing no less than fifteen (15) business
days prior to any cancellation, termination, or revision of coverage. The
Township shall be named as an additional insured on all applicable

policies.

§ 350-13. Dispute resolution; suspension or revocation of license.
ORD. 2026-15
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A. In the event a complaint is received by the Township of Willingboro
involving the improper or unsatisfactory performance of services by an
official tower in violation of this chapter, excessive charges, or damage
to a motor vehicle while in custody of the tower, written notice of the
same shall be provided by the Township Manager to the official tower
involved. The tower shall have the opportunity to respond, in writing,
within seven days.

B. Within 14 days of receipt of the tower's response, or within 21 days of
receipt of the complaint, if no response is received, the matter shall be
presented by the Township Manager to the Township Council.

C. The Township Council shall, thereafter, consider the matter at the regular
public meeting and may request that the complainant and the tower
involved appear and give testimony regarding the complaint.

D. After considering the matter and the evidence presented, the Township
Council shall make certain findings and conclusions relative to the
complaint, which shall constitute its decision. If the Council finds in favor
of the complainant and against the official tower, the Council may
consider and impose the following penalties:

(1) Suspension of the official tower's license;

(2) Revocation of such license for a fixed period or duration;

(3) Permanent revocation of the official tower's license;

(4) Such other penalty as the Township Council deems just and
appropriate under the circumstances. In considering the imposition of
a suspension, revocation, or other penalty, the Council shall take into
account factors, including, but not limited to, any prior violations of
the tower, the nature and seriousness of the complaint, and the danger
to the public's health, safety, and welfare.

E. Failure to surrender the license upon revocation shall constitute a violation
of this chapter.

F. Nothing contained herein shall prevent or limit the right of any person to
commence or maintain an action for damages or any other relief directly
against an official tower in a court of competent jurisdiction.

G. Upon the Chief of Police or designee determining that a Termination
Event has occurred, the police department shall file a written report with
the Township Clerk. The Township Clerk then issues a formal notice of
immediate removal from the Township’s official towing list and
termination of all associated contracts and privileges.

§ 350-14. Violations and penalties; enforcement agency.

A. Any person who shall violate any of the provisions of this chapter shall, upon
conviction, be punished by a fine not to exceed $1,000, and each violation of
any of the provisions of this chapter and each day the same is violated shall
be deemed and taken to be a separate and distinct offense.

B. In addition to the fine provided above, a violation of any of the
provisions of this chapter shall be cause for suspension or revocation of
the official tower's license.

C. The Township Police Department or any member thereof is hereby
declared to be the enforcement agency of this chapter in accordance with
due process of law.

Severability

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this ordinance is, for any
reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the
validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.

Repealer
All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to
the extent of such inconsistency.

Effective Date
This ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication, as required by
law.

ORDINANCE 2026-16

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WILLINGBORO, COUNTY OF
BURLINGTON, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING CHAPTER 252 OF
THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WILLINGBORO, ENTITLED
“PEACE AND GOOD ORDER,” TO ADD A NEW ARTICLE 1V, ENTITLED
“SPECIAL EVENTS,” ESTABLISHING A FORMAL PROCESS FOR THE
PERMITTING, REVIEW, COORDINATION, AND REGULATION OF
SPECIAL EVENTS WITHIN THE TOWNSHIP

WHEREAS the Township Council of the Township of Willingboro recognizes that special
events contribute to community engagement, cultural enrichment, civic pride, and economic
activity within the Township; and

WHEREAS special events, depending on their size, location, duration, and level of public
access, may require coordination among multiple Township departments and the provision of
municipal services to ensure public safety and the orderly use of public and private property; and

WHEREAS the Township Council finds it necessary to establish a clear, consistent, and
transparent framework for the permitting, review, coordination, and regulation of special events,
including certain events conducted on private property that are open to the public or of sufficient
scale to impact traffic, public safety, or municipal resources, while ensuring that such regulation
is administered in a content-neutral manner consistent with constitutionally protected First
Amendment activities.

WHEREAS the Township Council desires to amend Chapter 252 of the Township Code by
adding a new Article IV, entitled “Special Events,” to formalize the permitting process, establish
departmental review and public safety coordination requirements, and provide reasonable
standards for the issuance and enforcement of special event permits;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Council of the Township of
Willingboro, County of Burlington, State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1.

Chapter 252 of the Code of the Township of Willingboro, entitled “Peace and Good Order,” is
hereby amended to add a new Article IV, entitled “Special Events,” to read as follows:
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Article IV. Special Events
§ 252-12. Purpose and Intent.

The purpose of this Article is to establish a clear, consistent, and equitable framework for the
permitting, review, coordination, and regulation of Special Events within Willingboro Township.

This Article is intended to protect the public health, safety, and welfare; ensure the orderly use of
Township-owned property, public facilities, and public rights-of-way; promote effective
coordination among Township departments; and provide a transparent and predictable process
for individuals, organizations, and entities seeking to conduct Special Events.

This Article shall be administered in a content-neutral manner and in a way that respects
constitutionally protected First Amendment activities while safeguarding Township resources
and maintaining peace and good order within the community.

§ 252-13. Definitions.
As used in this Article, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

A. Applicant.
Any person, organization, association, firm, corporation, or other entity seeking to
conduct or sponsor a Special Event.

B. Business Day.
Any day on which Township offices are open for business, excluding weekends and legal
holidays.

C. First Amendment Activity.
An activity protected by the United States Constitution or the New Jersey Constitution,
including speech, assembly, protest, demonstration, march, rally, or vigil, where such
activity is not conducted for commercial purposes.

D. Special Event.
Any planned or organized activity, gathering, or occurrence that is temporary in nature, is
open to the public or a substantial segment of the public, or is advertised or promoted
beyond a private audience, and which, due to its size, location, duration, or nature, may
require Township review, coordination, permits, public safety planning, or municipal
services beyond those normally provided during routine daily operations. A Special
Event may occur on public property, within public rights-of-way, or on private property
where the event’s scale, anticipated attendance, public access, or operational impacts
necessitate Township oversight, public safety coordination, or municipal involvement.

1. Minor Special Event: A Minor Special Event shall mean any Special Event, as
defined herein, with an anticipated attendance of one (1) to one hundred fifty
(150) people at any given time. Minor Special Events may require limited
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Township review or coordination depending on the nature, location, or
operational needs of the event.

Major Special Event: A Major Special Event shall mean any Special Event, as
defined herein, with an anticipated attendance of one hundred fifty-one (151)
people or more at any given time. Major Special Events typically require formal
Township review, interdepartmental coordination, and the potential provision of
municipal services such as public safety planning, traffic management, sanitation,
or other operational support.

E. Township Resources.
Any personnel, equipment, facilities, or services provided by the Township, including but
not limited to police, fire, emergency medical services, public works, recreation facilities,
inspections, or administrative support.

§ 252-13.1. Special Event Characteristics and Examples.

A. General Characteristics.
A Special Event regulated under this Article generally includes activities that exhibit one
or more of the following characteristics:

1.

2.

The event is non-routine and does not constitute part of the regular, ongoing
operations of a public or private entity.
The event is temporary in nature, occurring on a single day or over a limited

number of consecutive days.

The event is open to the public or a substantial segment of the public, whether
admission is free or ticketed.

The event is advertised, promoted, or otherwise intended to attract attendance
beyond a private audience.

The event requires advance planning or coordination, including site layout,
security, traffic management, inspections, or vendor operations; and/or

The event has the potential to impact public safety, traffic flow, parking, noise
levels, sanitation, or the use of Township resources.

B. Examples of Special Events.
Subject to the definition set forth in § 252-13, Special Events may include, but are not
limited to, the following:

1.

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Community festivals, fairs, or celebrations.

Carnivals, circuses, or amusement-based events.

Parades, marches, or processions.

Outdoor concerts, performances, or theatrical productions.
Craft fairs, vendor markets, or public exhibitions.
Corporate/Business promotional events.

Demonstrations, rallies, or organized public assemblies.
Fireworks displays or pyrotechnic events.

Large-scale sporting, recreational, fraternal, or fitness events.
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10. Events conducted on private property that are open to the public and of sufficient
size or scope that may require Township coordination or public safety services.

C. Non-Limiting Provision.
The inclusion or omission of any activity in this section shall not be determinative of
whether an event constitutes a Special Event. The Township Manager or designee shall
retain authority to determine whether a proposed activity is subject to this Article based
on the definition in § 252-13 and the anticipated impacts of the event.

§ 252-14. Permit Required: Exemptions.

A. No person or entity shall conduct, sponsor, organize, or permit a Special Event within
Willingboro Township without first obtaining a Special Event permit in accordance with
this Article.

B. A permit may be required for a Special Event conducted on private property when the
event is open to the public or a substantial portion of the public, or when the event’s size,
scope, or operations require Township review, coordination, or public safety services.

C. The following activities shall be exempt from the permit requirement unless otherwise
designated by the Township Manager or designee:

1. Routine municipal operations and Township-sponsored events.

2. Regularly scheduled Township recreational programs conducted under existing
departmental policies.

3. School-sponsored activities conducted on Board of Education property that do not
require Township services or coordination beyond normal operations.

4. Spontaneous First Amendment activities that could not reasonably have been
planned in advance.

5. Activities or events that occur completely within the interior confines of premises
owned or leased in Willingboro Township which a Certificate of Occupancy from
the Township has been issued for the same.

D. Nothing in this Article shall be construed to limit or prohibit constitutionally protected
First Amendment activities.

§ 252-15. Permit Application; Filing Deadlines; Fees.

A. Major Special Event Applications: An applicant seeking to conduct a Major Special
Event shall submit a completed Special Event permit application to the Township Clerk
no less than forty-five (45) business days and no more than twelve (12) months prior to
the proposed event date, unless otherwise approved by the Township Manager or
designee.

B. Minor Special Event Applications: An applicant seeking to conduct a Minor Special
Event shall submit a completed Special Event permit application to the Township Clerk
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no less than five (5) business days prior to the proposed event date, unless otherwise
approved by the Township Manager or designee.
. Application Requirements: Each application shall include information necessary for the
Township to evaluate the proposed event, including but not limited to the event
description, location, date and time, anticipated attendance, site layout, safety and
security plan, and any proposed activities requiring Township coordination.
. Application Fee: A non-refundable Special Event permit application fee in the amount of
seventy-five dollars ($75.00) shall accompany the application. Willingboro Township
departments and agencies shall be exempt from the application fee. The application fee
shall be applied as a deposit toward the balance of any reserved Township facility, if
applicable.
. Fee Waivers: The Township Manager or designee may, in their discretion, waive the
permit application fee for:

A. The Willingboro Township Board of Education.

B. Burlington County and its boards or commissions.

C. Elected officials.

D. Nonprofit organizations hosting Township-approved public events.
. Municipal Facility Reservation Special Event Fees: The fees listed below apply to
Special Events conducted at municipal recreational facilities, as defined herein, and do
not supersede or replace any fees established in Chapter 150-20, Facilities Usage Fees.
For the purposes of this section, the user classifications set forth in Chapter 150-20 of the
Township Code shall apply to the pricing structure established below.

§ 252-16. Departmental Review and Coordination.

A. The Township Manager, or his or her designee, shall establish a Special Events
Application Review Committee (“the Committee’) consisting of the Public Property
Manager and representatives from the Police Department, Fire/EMS Department,
Recreation Department, and Inspections Department. The Township Manager, or
designee, shall designate one member of the Committee to serve as the Lead Committee
Review Member, who shall be responsible for convening the Committee, coordinating
the review of Special Event applications, conducting the initial review of Minor Special
Event applications, and serving as the primary liaison to applicants throughout the review
and permitting process.

B. Upon completion of the initial review of a Minor Special Event application, the Lead
Committee Review Member shall forward a recommendation for approval or denial to
the Township Manager or his or her designee. The Township Manager or designee shall
make the final determination regarding the application. The Lead Committee Review
Member shall communicate the approval or denial to the applicant within forty-eight (48)
to seventy-two (72) hours of receipt of a completed application, unless additional
information is required.

C. During the review of a Minor Special Event application, the Township Manager, or
designee, may determine that the nature, scope, anticipated attendance, operational
requirements, or potential impact of the proposed event warrants review as a Major
Special Event. In such cases, the application may be reclassified as a Major Special Event
and shall be subject to the review procedures, timelines, and fee requirements applicable
to Major Special Events. The applicant shall be notified of the reclassification and any
additional information required to complete the review.

1. Upon reclassification, the review period applicable to Major Special Events shall
commence upon receipt of any additional required information and confirmation
that the application is complete.

2. If the Township determines that an applicant intentionally misrepresented or
underestimated the nature, scope, or anticipated attendance of an event in order to
qualify as a Minor Special Event, the Township Manager or designee may deny
the application or impose any applicable Major Special Event requirements and
fees.

D. Upon receipt of a completed Major Special Event application, the Special Events
Application Review Committee shall review the application for completeness, location
availability, logistical feasibility, community benefit, and general safety considerations.
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The Committee shall convene within ten (10) to fourteen (14) business days after
receiving the completed application to conduct its review. In conducting its review, the
Committee shall determine whether the proposed Special Event conflicts with scheduled
Township programs, activities, or facility use, or would unreasonably strain Township
recreational or operational resources.

Following its review, the Special Events Application Review Committee shall forward its
findings and recommendations for approval, conditional approval, or denial of the Major
Special Event application to the Township Manager or his or her designee.

The Township Manager or his or her designee shall make the final determination
regarding the Major Special Event application within five (5) business days of receipt of
the Committee’s recommendation. The Lead Committee Review Member shall
communicate the approval, conditional approval, or denial, along with any required
conditions or follow-up instructions, to the applicant.

The timeframes set forth in this section shall apply only to completed applications. If an
application is determined to be incomplete or if additional information is required to
complete the review, the Lead Committee Review Member shall notify the applicant of
the deficiency. The review period shall be suspended until such time as the requested
information is submitted and the application is deemed complete.

§ 252-17. Law Enforcement and Public Safety Requirements.

A.

The Willingboro Township Police Department shall determine whether a police presence
or other public safety measures are required for a Special Event based on anticipated
attendance, location, duration, traffic impacts, and safety considerations.

When a police presence or other public safety services are required, the applicant shall be
responsible for coordinating such services in accordance with Township procedures and
for payment of all associated costs.

The applicant shall be responsible for obtaining all required permits and coordinating all
required fire safety inspections, including but not limited to tents, stages, generators,
grills, or cooking equipment, with the New Jersey Division of Fire Safety, as applicable.
When food is prepared, sold, or distributed, the applicant shall obtain all required
approvals from the Burlington County Health Department or other applicable authorities.
Failure to comply with law enforcement or public safety requirements shall constitute
grounds for denial or revocation of a permit.

After final review, the Lead Committee Review Member may recommend, on behalf of
the Committee, to the Township Manager that the applicant shall reimburse the Township
for municipal services, including, but not limited to, police protection, traffic control, fire
and emergency services, public works support, or other operational costs deemed
necessary for the event.

§ 252-18. Insurance and Indemnification Requirements.
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A. Applicants shall provide proof of insurance, in a form acceptable to the Township, in an
amount not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence for minor special
events and not less than two million dollars ($2,000,000) for major special events,
naming the Township of Willingboro as an additional insured.

B. The Township Manager or designee may require higher coverage limits or additional
insurance based on the nature, size, and risk profile of the event.

C. Applicants shall execute an indemnification and hold harmless agreement in favor of the
Township in a form approved by the Township Attorney.

§ 252-19. Conditions for Issuance of Permits; Revocation.

A. A Special Event permit may be issued upon a determination that the application is
complete, all required reviews and approvals have been obtained, all applicable fees have
been paid, and the event can be conducted without undue risk to public safety or
Township resources.

B. The Township Manager or designee may deny or revoke a permit for failure to comply
with this Article, violation of permit conditions, misrepresentation of material facts,
public safety concerns, or conduct that disturbs the peace and good order of the
Township.

§ 252-20. Policies and Procedures.

The Township Manager or designee may establish administrative policies, procedures, and
application forms necessary to implement this Article, which shall be maintained on file with the
Township Clerk.

§ 252-21. Penalties.

Any person or entity violating any provision of this Article or any condition of a Special Event
permit shall be subject to the penalties provided in Chapter 1 of the Township Code and any
other applicable law.

Section 2. Repealer.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the
extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3. Severability.

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this ordinance is declared invalid or
unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining
portions of this ordinance, which shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 4. Effective Date.
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This ordinance shall take effect upon final adoption and publication in accordance with law.

ORDINANCE NO. 2026-17

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WILLINGBORO, IN THE
COUNTY OF BURLINGTON, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING
THE MUNICIPAL CODE TO ADD A NEW CHAPTER PROVIDING FOR
THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A MUNICIPAL PERFORMING ARTS
CENTER UTILITY FUND, DEFINING ITS GOVERNANCE
STRUCTURE, AND PROVIDING FOR PROFESSIONAL
ADMINISTRATIVE MANAGEMENT OF THE UTILITY

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:4-62, a municipality is permitted to
segregate all moneys derived from the operation of a publicly owned or operated
utility or enterprise into a separate fund known as a "utility fund"; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Willingboro (the "Township") intends to operate
a municipal Performing Arts Center to provide cultural, educational, and artistic
enrichment to the community, which shall be known as the Willingboro Performing
Arts Center Utility (the "Utility"); and

WHEREAS, the Township anticipates that the Utility will generate revenues
through ticket sales, facility rentals to outside entities, concessions, sponsorships, and
other related activities; and

WHEREAS, the Division of Local Government Services (DLGS) has advised
that the collection of non-programmatic revenues and the operation of a self-
sustaining enterprise require the establishment of a public utility fund; and

WHEREAS, the Township operates under the Council-Manager plan of the
Optional Municipal Charter Law (the "Faulkner Act"), N.J.S.A. 40:69A-81 et seq.;
and

WHEREAS, under N.J.S.A. 40:69A-95, the Township Manager serves as the
chief executive and administrative official of the municipality, executes the laws and
ordinances of the municipality, and appoints, supervises, and removes department
heads and other officers, subordinates, and assistants except where another method is
provided by law; and

WHEREAS, the Township Council desires to create a municipal utility to
accurately budget and account for all expenses and revenues related to the Utility,
affirm the Township's authority over the Utility, and provide for a professional
Director or other appropriate Civil Service title/classification to handle the daily
operations of the Utility under the supervision and authority of the Township
Manager.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Council of the
Township of Willingboro, in the County of Burlington, State of New Jersey, as
follows:

SECTION 1. ESTABLISHMENT; OFFICIAL NAME.

There is hereby created and established in the Township of Willingboro, in
accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:4-62, a public utility for budgetary and accounting
purposes. The name by which this utility shall be known is the "Willingboro
Performing Arts Center Utility" (hereinafter, the "Utility"). For budgetary and
accounting purposes, the Utility shall be treated as a separate and distinct entity from
the Current Fund operations of the Township operating in accordance with the Local
Budget Law (N.J.S.A. 40A:4-1 et seq.).

SECTION 2. FUNCTIONS.

It shall be the function of the Utility to budget, account for, and manage all revenues
and costs associated with the operation, maintenance, programming, and management
of the Willingboro Performing Arts Center. This includes, but is not limited to, the
collection of revenues from ticket sales, facility rentals, concessions, and
sponsorships, and the payment of costs related to artist fees, production, advertising,
permanent staffing, facility maintenance, utilities, and debt service.

SECTION 3. FINANCIAL AFFAIRS; DISPOSITION OF FUNDS.

A. Segregation of Funds: All moneys derived from the operation of the Ultility,
and any other moneys applicable to its support, shall be segregated by the Township
and kept in a separate fund designated as the "Performing Arts Center Utility Fund."

B. Application of Funds: Except as provided in N.J.S.A. 40A:4-35, moneys in the
Utility Fund shall be applied only to the payment of the operating and upkeep costs of
the Utility and the interest and debt redemption charges upon any indebtedness
incurred for the creation or improvement of the Utility.

C. Surplus and Deficits: In accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:4-35, if the operation of
the Utility results in a surplus, such surplus may be included in the Township Current
Fund budget as miscellaneous revenue. If the operation of the Utility results in a
deficit or an anticipated deficit, an appropriation for such deficit shall be included in
the Township Current Fund budget to subsidize the Utility.

SECTION 4. GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT.

A. Administrative Authority: In accordance with N.J.S.A. 40:69A-95, the
Township Manager shall be the chief executive and administrative official of the
Utility. The Township Manager shall oversee the administration and daily operations
of the Utility directly or through a Director or other duly appointed department head,
officer, subordinate, or assistant assigned to the Utility; negotiate contracts subject to
Council approval; prepare the Utility budget for submission to the Township Council
for adoption; and appoint, supervise, discipline, and remove all employees,
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department heads, officers, subordinates, or assistants assigned to the Utility, except
where another method is expressly provided by law.

B. Legislative Authority: The Township Council shall retain exclusive legislative
and policy-making authority over the Utility. The Council shall approve the table of
organization, create by ordinance any new positions, adopt the annual Utility budget,
establish by ordinance or resolution all fee schedules, ticket pricing policies, and
rental rates, and approve contracts as required by law.

SECTION 5. DIRECTOR OF THE WILLINGBORO PERFORMING ARTS
CENTER UTILITY

A. Establishment of the Unclassified Part-Time Position of Director of the
Willingboro Performing Arts Center Utility. The Township Council hereby
establishes the unclassified part-time position of Director of the Willingboro
Performing Arts Center Utility (“Director”’) within the Office of the Township
Manager. The Director shall, by education, experience, and ability, be qualified to
perform the duties of the position, which shall include the daily administrative and
operational functions of the Utility.

B. Reporting Structure: The Director shall report directly to the Township
Manager and shall function administratively in the same manner as other Township
department directors or department heads under the Council-Manager form of
government, subject to the authority of the Township Manager, the adopted table of
organization, policies adopted by the Township Council, applicable ordinances and
resolutions, and all Civil Service Act requirements.

C. Duties and Responsibilities: The Director shall be responsible for the day-to-
day operations of the Utility, including, but not limited to, facility scheduling,
programming coordination, rental administration, box office and ticketing
coordination, customer service, sponsorship and revenue development support, event
logistics, staff coordination, vendor coordination, implementation of approved
policies, preparation of operational reports, and budget recommendations.

D. Limits of Authority: The Director shall not have budgetary, contracting, or
personnel authority except as expressly delegated by the Township Manager and as
permitted by law. All contracts, appropriations, fee schedules, staffing levels, position
classifications, and budgetary actions shall remain subject to the approvals required by
the Local Public Contracts Law, Civil Service laws and regulations, and any
applicable Township ordinances or resolutions.

E. Civil Service Compliance: The classification and governance of the position
shall be in compliance with the Civil Service Act, applicable provisions of the New
Jersey Administrative Code, and Township ordinances and resolutions.

F. Compensation: The salary range for the Director shall be $7500 to $9,500. per
annum. Any municipal employee or officer appointed to the position of Director shall
be entitled to an annual stipend not exceeding $9500, as determined by the Manager.
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SECTION 6. REPEALER.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 7. SEVERABILITY.

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Ordinance is for any
reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the
remaining portions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 8. EFFECTIVE DATE.

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval, and

publication as required by law.

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Open Public Meetings Act generally requires that
meetings be open to the public; and

enumerated in the Open Public Meetings Act at N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b), which items are

WHEREAS, it is necessary and appropriate for the Willingboro Council to discuss
certain matters in a meeting not open to the public, consistent with N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b); and

WHEREAS. Following the closed session, the Willingboro Council may take action
on any matter which is the subject of the closed session.

1 Any matter which, by express provision of Federal Law, State Statute or Rule of Court shall
be rendered confidential or excluded from the provisions of subsection a of N.J.S.A. 10:4-12;
and

2 Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from
the Government of the United States; and

3 Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual
privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any
educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation,
legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance, and similar program or institution
operated by the Township or governing body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or
served by an institution or program, including but not limited to, information relative to the
individual’s personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission,
discharge, treatment, progress, or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned
(or, in the case of a minor or an incapacitated individual, the individual’s guardian) shall request
in writing that the material be disclosed publicly; and
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4 Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for
inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and
conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the Township or governing body;
and

5 Any matter involving the purpose, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the
setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public
interest i1f discussion of such matters were disclosed; and

6 Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public,
provided that their disclosure could impair that protection, or investigations of violations or
possible violations of the law; and

v'7 Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation, excluding collective
bargaining, in which the Township or governing body is, or may become, a party, or
matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is
required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer; and

v 8 Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment,
terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or
disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer
or employee employed or appointed by the Township or governing body, unless all
individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected in writing
that such matter or matter be discussed at public meeting; and

v'9 Any deliberation of the governing body occurring after a public hearing that may
result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the
suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of
an act or omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.

In the event that the Closed Session must extend beyond 30 minutes, the
Council will recess the Closed Session and the public will be advised of the estimated time
required to complete the closed session, or whether the closed session will be continued at a
subsequent Council meeting.
